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Rate Reductions and New Ministry Rates  

It is now a month before we will see the enactment of new rates from 
the Ministry of Long-Term Care. On July 1st, 2024, accommodaƟon 

prices will increase marginally for all residents. The new rates were 

sent out last month with the newsleƩer, have been posted on the 
website, are available via the Ontario Government’s website, and have 

been posted within the Manor on the informaƟon boards. 

This also signals the annual renewal process for all residents who are 
currently on a rate reducƟon. If you or your loved one is on a rate 

reducƟon or you believe you may qualify, please contact, or visit the 

front office for more informaƟon. It is required that residents intending 
to conƟnue their rate reducƟon relief submit a new applicaƟon 

annually by July 1st. If you are now late, relief is available unƟl August 
30th. AŌer that date, market rates will begin to apply.  

In order to process renewals and applicaƟons appropriately, a 2023 

NoƟce of Assessment from the CRA will be required. If your loved 
one’s income has increased sharply for 2023, consider also bringing 

the T1 summary. If you need assistance compleƟng your taxes, please 

contact Chris LeClair @ extension 126, and he can direct you to the 
nearest community support.  

Note: A resident does not qualify for a rate reducƟon unless they are 

admiƩed into basic accommodaƟon. (ie. Semi-Private, or Private are 
excluded)
